


The white balloon has been adopted by 

Bravehearts Inc as symbolic of the issue of 

child sexual assault. This followed a public meeting 

which was held in Belgium on 20th October 1996. On 

this date, 300,000 people gathered with white balloons in a 

show of public sympathy and support for the parents of young 

girls who were sexually assaulted and were either murdered 

or missing at the hands of a previously convicted and released 

paedophile (Marc Dutroux). 

White Balloon Day in Australia has raised unprecedented awareness of 

child sexual assault over the past 14 years. By showing your support to 

White Balloon Day, you will help give a voice to those touched by this 

evil as well as protecting the innocence and sanctity of childhood. 

In 1999 the White Balloon Day campaign resulted in a 514% increase 

in disclosures of child sexual assault to Qld Police Headquarters. 

White Balloon Day works!

Child sexual assault can happen to anyone, boys or girls, rich or poor, 

brown, black or white, from the city, country or outback and from 

all cultures. One in �ve Australian children is sexually 

assaulted before their 18th birthday. That’s 20% of 

the children (or 59,000 children a year) and 20% of the 

community (or about 4.4 million Australians).

As a result of its persistence, this 

distinction was �nally acknowledged and supported 

by the Commonwealth of Australia and its COAG 

partners through Outcome Six of the National 

Framework for the Protection of Australia’s 

Children 2009-2020.
